ON THE 38™ ANNIVERSARY OF THE BLACK JULY 1983 GENOCIDE OF TAMILS IN SRI LANKA,
WE URGE THE UK GOVERNMENT TO PROVE ITS COMMITMENT TO DELIVER JUSTICE TO THE
TAMIL VICTIMS BY TAKING STEPS TO SANCTION GENERAL SHAVENDRA SILVA

Whilst we mourn the 38" Anniversary of the Black July 1983 Genocide of Tamils in $r Lanka without
justice yet, we, the undersigned recent victims of the systematic torture and sexual viclence by the
Sri Lankan army, family members of the enforced disappeared and representatives of the
International Centre for Prevention and Prosecution of Genocide (ICPPG) submit this petition to
your urgent action.

We write on behalf of the victims living in the UK and abroad to call upon the UK to sanction the
notorious war criminal General Shavendra 5ilva, who is the current Acting Chief of Defence
Staff and Commander of the 5ri Lankan Army?,

The ICPPG is an International Non-Governmental Organisation with no political affiliation and
independent body representing the victims of torture, sexual violence, war crimes and Genocide
being committed in 5ri Lanka. We collect and document testimonies in order to assist the UN and
other independent investigators who assist the victims in seeking accountability and justice.

We understand that the International Truth and Justice Project {ITIP) a credible human rights
organization has compiled a 50-page dossier which it has submitted to the Sanctions Department of
the UK's Foreign Commonwealth and Development Office (FCDO) on General Shavendra Silva in
April 2021, The submission argues why Silva, who is 5ri Lanka's current Army Commander, should
be designated under the United Kingdom's Global Human Rights {GHR) Sanctions Regime
established on 6 July 2020%

We note that the ITIP submission details General Shavendra Silva’s role in the perpetration of gross
human rights violations including of the right to life when he was the 58 Division commanders during
the final phase of the civil war in 2009 in the north of 5ri Lanka. It draws on searing eyewitness
testimony from Tamils who survived the government shelling and bombing of hospitals and food
queues in the so called Mo Fire Zones, many of whom now reside in the UK as refugees. The
submission also looks at Silva's alleged involvement in torture and sexual viclence, including rape,
which is a priority area of the UK Government's foreign policy.
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
